B. This increase in understanding will increase your faith. 

Your faith pleases God. 
 

C. To show that scripture is indeed of extraterrestrial origin. 
Not some collection of stories or random writings. 
 

D. Arm students with information to resist the attacks of Humanism and  
Associated Philosophy.   
 

E. Apologetics from a scriptural – facts platform. 
 

F. To give you another tool by which you can be a witness for Christ. 
Note:  Never forget – you are to be about your Father’s business  

  The Harvest of Souls. 
  

G. Encourage you to spend time in God’s Word.  It’s the bread of life. 
It’s also the primary way God talks to us. 
We talk to Him through prayer, how much do we LISTEN to Him? 
“Let he who has an ear to hear, “hear what the spirit of God has to say.”
